Example 

Precedent-Once the court rules on a case, its decision serves as a precedent, or model, on which to base other decisions in similar cases. Pg. 338-339

Ex- In 1928, the Court ruled in Olmstead v. United States that wiretaps on telephone conversations were legal because they did not require police to enter private property.  This set a precedent until 1967 when Katz v. United States overturned this decision.
